- Fever, chills, hypotension, abdominal pain, vomiting, and
diarrhea, About one-third of patients develop low blood
pressure
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- In most cases, skin lesions develop within 24 hours after
symptom onset, occurring mainly on the lower extremities
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- Nonspecific symptoms such as headache,
muscle pain, weakness, high fever, and chills
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- Accompanied by dry cough, abdominal pain, and diarrhea
